Artist Bio
My art practice explores themes of identity, memory, and cultural hybridity, deeply inspired by Homi Bhabha’s concept of the “third space” as a site of negotiation between cultures. As a South Asian and Muslim woman navigating the complexities of living between two geographies and cultures, I reflect on displacement, longing, and the emotional intricacies of existing in-between worlds. Through diverse media—including fabric installations, printmaking, and photography—I explore the strength and fragility of feminine energy, drawing attention to the often-invisible labour of women and carers in society.

My graphite and colour pencil portraits of women in domestic spaces pay homage to their quiet resilience, capturing their unacknowledged contributions and the intimate realities of caregiving. By focusing on the gestures, postures, and surroundings of women at work, these portraits highlight the everyday labour that sustains communities but often remains unseen. In addition, my silk screen prints featuring burqas delve into the duality of garments that mask and obscure identity while also providing a sense of protection. Through these intricate prints, I explore the fragility of fabric and the cultural tensions inherent in veiling. Similarly, my photographic series ‘Inqalab’ uses henna-inscribed hands to weave narratives of generational care, resilience, and identity within a socio-political framework.

My practice seeks to create a visual language that honours personal and collective narratives, challenging linear definitions of identity while celebrating the multiplicity of lived experiences and the emotional power of women navigating complex cultural landscapes.
